The 
canonization 
ceremony, which 
was just an-
nounced Febru-
ary 21st, will take 
place in Rome on 
October 11,

Jeanne Jugan, known in her religious 
community as Sister Mary of the Cross, 
will be recognized as a saint for the he-
roic virtues that she displayed through-

out her life and in her many years of 
service to the aged poor. Born in Brit-

tany, France in 
1792, Jeanne 
knew from her 
youth that God 
was calling her 
to serve the 
poor. ñGod is 
keeping me for a 
work not yet be-
gun,ò she said. 
  
Jeanne began 
the Congrega-
tion of the Little 
Sisters of the 
Poor on a cold 
winter night in 
1839, when she 
was inspired to 
pick up an eld-
erly, blind, lame 
woman who was 
living in a hovel 
on the street, 
carry her home 
and place her in 
her own bed. To-

day the impact of this simple act of 
kindness is felt throughout the world, 
touching the lives of thousands of eld-
erly people of very limited means in 32 
countries on 5 continents. We give 
thanks that soon she will be venerated 
by the Church as a saint.
